
This month I am taking a break from my recent theme of colour kaleidoscopes to look 
what is trending in the wedding ring world, hoping to inspire and guide those of you 

who plan to marry or renew your vows.
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Wedding rings are a lasting statement of 
commitment and the celebration that brings two 

people together. When the dress has gone an 
d the photographs have faded, the rings remain  

as bright as ever.

1.	� Summer is the most popular time for 
weddings with one in five being held 
in August. So, if you are planning to 
get married, now is the time to start to 
research and make a choice. Often rings 
are made to order, particularly shaped to 
fit wedding rings which can take up to six 
weeks to design and make.

2.	� As the choice of rings is immense, it calls for some serious thought from both partners 
so a good way to start is try some on. This will help you see what width suits your 
finger, what colour metal compliments the engagement ring, compare stone set or plain 
and get an idea of price. 

3.	� We feature some slim diamond wedding 
rings, some that will sit neatly against a 
straight edged engagement ring or there is 
the option of a fine shaped stone set wedding 
band that will curve around the ring.

4.	� Another added touch to make your wedding 
rings extra special and unique to you is to 
engrave inside the ring. These small touches 
of detail can be the traditional initials and a 
date or copying a finger print!  For the less 
conventional we have included squirrels, 
acorns and paw prints which worked 
beautifully!

5.	� I know that some of you are not allowed to wear 
stone set wedding rings whilst at work and this is 
a disappointment. However, it is worth looking at 
the range of bright cut finish wedding bands. The 
metal is cut in such a way that it gives the sparkle 
and it’s very hard not to believe there are little 
diamonds set into these rings! 

6.	� You may notice we feature a lot of white 
gold, palladium and platinum in this focus 
on wedding rings. Although yellow and rose 
gold are available, we find that there is a 
preference to buy a white metal engagement 
ring which in turn leads to buying a white 
metal wedding ring.

7.	� I think the challenge to find something different 
is often hard to fulfil, but the floral diamond 
set rings we feature designed by Luke Stockley 
are simply divine. These are made to order 
and available in rose, yellow and white gold or 
platinum. Perfect as a wedding or celebrating a 
moment ring!

8.	� In these challenging times of metal increasing in 
price, we offer alternative wedding bands that are 
made in tungsten steel, titanium or our own plain 
silver bands that we make in our workshop, prices 
from £50.
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
