As a guide
to what is the most flattering,
the basic rule of thumb is to pay
attention to proportion, so avoid
earring types that are shaped too
similarly to your face.

If you have seen the film you
cannot fail to notice the main character
Belle wearing an amazing ear cuff
designed like a vine which appears to
grow around the ear - great inspiration
for all jewellery designers!
